It’s hard to tell
how much heart and try a prospect has and that’s the most impor-
tant thing, It takes all kinds to be a successful barrel horse. Swivel
doesn’t have the conformation or look that anyone would pick, but
yet he’s an amazing athlete.

BRR: What 1 improvement would you make to professional barrel
racing?

Ketcham: We need to be progressive and use the technology avail-
able. In a time where information can be so easily distributed, thetre

Stock contractor Bob Barnes dies at 84

Bob Barnes, a ProRodeo Hall of Fame stock contractor who
is one of just two men to provide stock for all 55 editions of the
Wrangler National Finals Rodeo, died Nov. 23 at Careage Hills
Nursing Home in Cherokee, Iowa, where he had been residing since
undergoing surgery last February. He was 84.

Barnes had spent the days prior to his death visiting with family
and friends about the upcoming Wrangler NFR. “He just went to
sleep,” said his eldest son, Marty. “He had been asking questions
just a few hours earlier.”

Barnes, known as the “Colonel,” was the premier rodeo producer
in the Midwest who always prided himself on being able to produce
what he advertised - a top professional rodeo.

Born April 19, 1929, in Cherokee, Iowa, Barnes started his rodeo
career as a teenage amateur bareback rider. In 1950 he and his sister,
Maytj, decided to try their hand at producing rodeos.

Their first professional show was produced after he completed
service in the Marine Corps during the Korean War. By 1953, they
hit the road with a full string of stock and the Barnes Rodeo Com-
pany was on its way.

In the 1950s, the farthest rodeo away from the family’s Peterson,
Towa, ranch was 350 miles. In the ‘60s, the fleet grew and so did the dis-
tance, to about 600 miles. Now the fleet has grown to four tractors, 12
trailers, and numerous pickups. The company travels through 32 states
and more than 100,000 miles a year, with the furthest rodeo being more
than 1,500 miles away.

Now named Barnes PRCA Rodeo, the company is the longest-
running, individually-owned-and-operated stock contracting firm in the
country and the major contributor to developing rodeo in the Midwest.

Barnes was the 1984 PRCA Stock Contractor of the Year, was in-
ducted into the ProRodeo Hall of Fame in Colorado Springs, Colo.,
in 1994, and the National Cowboy & Western Heritage Museum
Hall of Fame in Oklahoma City in 2010.

He served for many years on the PRCA Board of Directors and
the National Finals Rodeo Committee; his younger son, John, is
currently a member of the PRCA Board and is the livestock super-
intendent at the Wrangler NFR.

Barnes PRCA Rodeo has hauled stock all over the United States
and Canada for more than 60 years. The company has produced the
PRCA rodeos in Buffalo, Minn., and Spooner, Wis., for more than
50 years each.

Services will be held Friday, Nowv. 29 at the Sutherland (Iowa)
Church of Christ, with visitation from 9-11:30 a.m. and the memo-
rial service at 1:30 p.m. Lunch will be served following the graveside
service in Cherokee.

The family requests all memorial contributions be made to the Suther-
land Church of Christ or to Midwest Christian Services in Peterson.

Barnes is survived by his daughter, Mitzi (Michael) Johnson;
sons, Marty (Kendall) and John (Cynthia); 10 grandchildren and one
great grandchild. He was preceded in death by his beloved wife of

BRR: History of your horse(s).

Bass: We bought him as a 3 year old from SeBelle Dymmek. My
sister (Kristen) was kind of scared of horses so my Dad went to
SeBelle and asked her for her safest, calmest horse she had and that
was Cowboy. He was just trotting the barrels and he didn’t want to
go any faster. Kristen high school rodeoed on him and it took him
a while to come around but he ran good for her. He actually was
started as a pole horse, he is actually a 19 second pole horse too. I
think that helped him out with becoming a good barrel horse. My
sister handed him over to me when he was 7 because she didn’t
want to rodeo after high school. I rodeoed on him my freshman
year of high school. That year we won the Geotgia/Flotida Youth
Rodeo Assocation, and were the Champion Barrel Racer in the
Florida High School Rodeo Association. I went on to win 3rd at the
National High School Rodeo Finals that same year. That was the
only year I high school rodeoed since then I just went to big barrel
races waiting to turn 18 and go to prorodeos. In 2011 we were the
Reserve for WPRA Rookie. In 2012 we ended the year #6 in the
World with earnings of $154,304 and this year we sit #8 in the
World with earnings of $87,514 heading into the NFR. He now has
earnings around $300k.

BRR: What are the 3 most important things you do during the year
to keep your horse sound and working all year long?
Bass: A good vet, good shoer, and a good feeding program while
keeping your horse in great shape (horse is exercised daily and in
top shape) are the most important things to keep your horse work-
ing at his/her peak all year.

If you have a great shoer it helps keeps your horse sounder dur-
ing the year and reduces your number of visits to the veterinarian.

BRR: History of your horse(s).

Jacob: Marne Loosenort trained him and had him during his futu-
rity year. She ran him as a stud and went to the right, then Angela
Mikles bought him from Marne and gelded him and started going
to the left. When I bought him in February 2012 from Angela, he
had gone left for a little while and was pretty solid to the left. He
had never been to a rodeo yet when I bought him. I seasoned him
at amateur rodeos last year and then started entering the slacks at
the pro rodeos. He probably has about $100k in lifetime earnings at
this point.

BRR: What are the 3 most important things you do during the year
to keep your horse sound and working all year long?

Jacob: I try to choose the rodeos I enter. I enter myself, so I try

to make sure I enter in a way to limit the miles and the runs on
him. Like this year, I actually only ran at 49 rodeos. In fact, during
the year I turned out of Cheyenne, I had driven from Calgary to
Nampa and I was tired and my horse was tired, my trailer was broke
down, so I just turned went straight to Salinas when I was ready to
go and had a few days off for me and Bo.

I try to let him be a horse. I turn him out and be in a pasture and
play as much as I can. He loves to play.

Lastly, I pay really close attention to him and really get to know
him. When you are out on the road, you are with them a lot and you
learn a lot about them and you just know when something is a little
off. Trust your intuition with the horse, and don’t put it off if you
think something is wrong.

BRR: What are the first 3 most important qualities you look for

when picking a prospect to make a rodeo barrel horse?
Jacob: First I look for speed. Secondly I look for toughness; and
lastly I look for a good mind.

BRR: What 1 improvement would you make to professional barrel
racing?

Jacob: Since it is my first year, I don’t have a lot of experience with
everything yet but I do know that the entering system is hard to
master.

BRR: What is the most unique habit or behavior your horse has?
Jacob: After I get done warming him up, I get off and hand walk
him and if we walk towards the arena he will just stop and look at
you for a while. Then eventually he will decide to go, so I just plan
around that. Also, he is deathly afraid of cattle. When I am saddling
and handling him, somedays he is an angel and the next he will walk
all over you while you are trying to saddle him. He is a little bipolar
that way.

I will use Chisum as a backup horse and he has LTE of $400k+.

BRR: What are the 3 most important things you do during the year
to keep your horse sound and working all year long?

Lockhart: Mostly for me it is having them in great physical shape.
To maintain this I do a lot of long trotting and try to ride everyday.
I might only ride for 20-30 minutes but it is a cardio workout (a
stiff long trot) not a leisurely walk. Plus, I turn them out on pasture
everyday so they exercise themselves. It really depends on what
works for you and your horse.

Paying attention to what makes your horses happy, it is not about
me it is about them.

Lockhart: If the horse is old enough to be ridden, I go on how
they feel underneath me and how they move. Secondly, their mind
or willingness. In training horses, their mind and willingness is huge.
Lastly, I always take into consideration their conformation. How-
ever, I have had 4 different horses that were all top horses, and they
each were built different and were bred different, but they were all
willing and had great minds.

BRR: What 1 improvement would you make to professional barrel
racing?

Lockhart: Consistency in the ground conditions throughout the
performance and slack at a rodeo. Especially anymore when thou-
sandths of a second could make a difference.

Lockhart: He playfully likes to bite or chew but sometimes those
playful bites turn into cheap shots. Sometimes when I pony Louie
out for his cardio he will bite Chisum and make him mad.
