	 “It is not the critic who counts; not the 
man who points out how the strong man 
stumbles, or where the doer of  deeds could 
have done them better. The credit belongs 
to the man who is actually in the arena, 
whose face is marred by dust and sweat 
and blood; who strives valiantly; who errs, 
who comes short again and again, because 
there is no effort without error and short-
coming; but who does actually strive to do 
the deeds; who knows great enthusiasms, 
the great devotions; who spends himself  in 
a worthy cause; who at the best knows in 
the end the triumph of  high achievement, and who at worst, if  he 
fails, at least fails while daring greatly, so that his place shall never be 
with the cold and timid souls who neither know victory or defeat.”
	 We salute all you 2019 NFR Qualifiers on your amazing deter-
mination to continue through those failures and defeats with your 
enthusiasm to live out your dreams in Vegas running at the Thomas 
& Mack! 	
	 Below we will hopefully share a little extra special information 
about what we see coming into the 2019 NFR and following that 
will be all 15 interviews with the NFR Qualifiers! We truly hope that 
all 15 ladies can have 10 safe, fast trips and cash good checks. Good 

Luck Ladies & Congratulations on an already amazing 2019!! 
	 $88,936….that’s the record amount it took just to climb into the 
15th position to qualify for the 2019 NFR in the barrel racing. It 
is such an even field that although the Top 3 (Miller, Kinsel-Lock-
wood, Lockhart) have about a $30-40k advantage on the rest going 
into the NFR; everyone in the field is within striking distance of  a 
world title if  they get hot in Vegas. This group of  talented ladies 
are again quite varied with 5 first time NFR qualifiers; Lockhart & 
Tonozzi both with 13 qualifications; and the rest of  the field has 
qualified 4 times or less. 

	 For the second year in a row Nellie 
Miller and Hailey Kinsel-Lockwood come into 
the WNFR in the #1 & #2 position. Last year 
Hailey came in #1 and this year Nellie rides 
into the NFR in the #1 position. 2017 was the 
first time these two faced each other and even 
though Kinsel-Lockwood set an NFR earnings 
record for barrel racing ($189,385); Miller had 
an equally amazing NFR winning $177,961 
and ended up world champions. In 2018 
Kinsel-Lockwood came into the NFR with a 
nearly $50k lead and cruised to a world title. 
Both Kinsel-Lockwood & Miller ride a World 
Champion mare named Sister as well. Miller’s 
roan Sister holds the NFR Average Record of  
137.32 on ten runs and Kinsel-Lockwood’s big 
yellow Sister holds the arena record time of  
13.11. So for the second year in a row it is set-
ting up as a showdown of  Sister vs. Sister! 
	 Miller & her little roan Sister, Rafter 
W Minnie Reba, come into the NFR as the 
#1 Barrel Racer off  of  a dream season so far 
where they won RodeoHouston, Cheyenne and 
won a bunch out of  Calgary too, so with only 

28 rodeos entered they go into the NFR in the lead. So the little 
roan & Miller are well rested and have basically been able to rodeo 
on the exact schedule of  their choosing all year. After an amazing 
2017 NFR (earning $177k, setting the NFR average record (137.32 
seconds on ten runs & won the world title), their 2018 NFR was a 
little slower only winning only $41,308. However; now going into 
the 3rd year of  Miller preparing Sister for the NFR and with the 
year they have had; Miller will have Sister at her very best in 2019 
and could just continue the awesome year they have had, repeat 
their 2017 NFR, and cruise to a world title.

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	 Kinsel-Lockwood and her Sister, DM Sissy Hayday, come into 
the 2019 NFR off  of  another amazing year. Kinsel-Lockwood only 
entered 49 rodeos and ran Sister at a lot less than that; so Kinsel-
Lockwood, like Miller, basically could pick and choose her rodeos 
all year and winning rodeos consistently whenever they showed up. 
Sister & Kinsel-Lockwood have won 4 Rounds in each 2017 & 2018 
at the NFR winning $347,249 over those two years just at the NFR. 
Sister has been running strong all year long and if  they continue 
their tear in Vegas; we are all in for quite a show in this 2019 version 
of  Sister vs. Sister! 
	 13 time NFR Qualifier, Lisa Lockhart is only a few thousand back 
from Miller & Kinsel-Lockwood thanks to a big win at Calgary over 
the summer that allowed her to pick and choose her rodeos the rest 
of  the year. Lockhart comes to the NFR with Prime Diamond (Cut-
ter), Rosas Cantina CC (Rosa) & the lovable Louie (An Oakie With 
Cash). She won Calgary on Rosa over the summer; won the Ram 
National Circuit Finals on Cutter in the spring; and Louie…well 
he’s Louie, the only $2 million barrel horse and a fan favorite for his 
consistency in Vegas; so which horse will she ride? Knowing Lock-
hart, she will choose the one who feels the best when she gets there. 
Rosa won a round at the NFR (Round 2) and has the experience 
there, but both horses have been running well all fall and should be 
ready to fire at the NFR. Lockhart is a veteran competitor who has 
a knack for having her horses firing for the NFR so whatever she 
decides to ride will give put her in the mix for her first world title to 
go with her over $2.5 million in earnings and 2 NFR Average titles. 
	 In the #4 position, Shali Lord comes riding the good stud, 
Freckles Ta Fame. They won Greeley and Cheyenne in the middle 
of  a strong summer run to push their way in to the Top 15. Lord 
last qualified for the NFR in 2005; in the mean time with her 2 kids 
she continued to compete at a high level when she decided to leave 
home and compete. Freckles Ta Fame has won in all types of  setups 
with her and Ashley Schafer as well and has even placed at the NFR 
before with Brittany Pozzi-Tonozzi in 2017. Lord & Freckles Ta 
Fame have basically won wherever they have went over the past 
couple years and they know each other so well; they should really 
do well at the NFR and could easily close the $35k gap between her 
and the Top 3 and be in the mix for a world title. 
	 Another veteran competitor, 2 time World Champion & 13 time 
NFR Qualifier, Brittany Tonozzi, comes into the NFR #5 with 3 
really great horses that she raised and trained. Ima Famous Babe, 
Kisskiss Banging and Babe On The Chase all made the journey 
to Vegas and all 3 are big winners. Ima Famous Babe & Tonozzi 
are only a few weeks off  of  setting an arena record in Waco in an 
indoor arena with solid walls and banners & the team already placed 
in a round at the 2018 NFR so they should be ready for a big 2019 
NFR. All 3 of  the horses have won big events and as Stuart Scott 
would say on Sportscenter back in the day, Tonozzi is “as cool as 
the other side of  the pillow” as a competitor so it will be interesting 
to watch Tonozzi and her home raised team at the 2019 NFR. 

	 Stevi Hillman comes into her 4th NFR in the #6 position and she 
comes loaded with horse talent in tow. She has MCM ImaSharpGuy 
(Sharpie) back from injury and he is firing on all cylinders; recently 
winning an NFR race in Texas. Hillman will use the experience 
from her previous 3 NFRs to her advantage and paired with Sharp-
ie, who can win anytime, anywhere; this could be a lethal team for 
the go rounds all week. When Sharpie has his run, he wins. She also 
has 3 other top notch horses if  she needs them, so she is locked 
and loaded for Vegas! 
	 Emily Miller qualified to the NFR in the 7th spot in 2019 after 
falling out of  the standings towards the end of  the year in 2017 
when she had some horse injuries sideline her near NFR run (she 
ended up #17) and in 2018 she slowed her rodeo schedule. This 
year she was the high money earner over the 4th of  July to catapult 
her up in the standings where she stayed for the rest of  the year. 
She will start on her great gelding Namgis D 33 (Chongo), he is a 
proven winner over a number of  years and he should handle the 
setup well. We should see this team run consistent and they may be 
one to watch in the average as the 10 days progress. 
	 On the heels of  a huge 2018 NFR, Fiery Miss West (Missy) & 
Jessica Routier qualify for their 2nd NFR in a row in 2019. At the 
2018 NFR this team ended Reserve World Champion for the year 
and Reserve WNFR Average Champions; placing in 7 rounds and 
winning $153,000. Although this is only Routier’s 2nd NFR, she is a 
veteran competitor who has won at every level. Missy & Routier are 
used to running in a bunch of  smaller arenas so the NFR fits them 
perfectly. This pair should build on their success from last year; 
look for them to place along in the rounds, maybe they can get that 
average title to add to their resume this year while pushing their way 
into the world title race! 
	 In #9 is the fan favorite story of  Dona Kay Rule at 61 yrs old 
and her 2019 Horse of  the Year, High Valor (Valor). Rule has slowly 
brought along this oh so talented gelding over the past several years 
just so he would be ready for this sort of  setup. She has trained this 
horse herself  and she will use her years of  experience to keep him 
just right over the ten days in Vegas. This team is able to win rounds 
or average checks so they should be a fun team to watch. If  you 
haven’t seen Rule & Valor run, you are in for a real treat! 
	 In the #10 spot, Ericka Nelson and Goodfrenchmanfriday (Fri-
day) come into Vegas ready for their chance at the big money. Nel-
son finished 28th in 2017 & 26th in 2018 before increasing the size 
of  their circle of  rodeos in 2019 and securing their first NFR berth. 
Nelson & Friday are very amazingly versatile; placing at Pendleton 
with a 28 second run then winning Albuquerque, NM with a 14 
second run in the same week this fall! This team, like many at the 
NFR, have had several years to gel together, so they know each 
other so well and they should have a big week! 
	 A very familiar face over the last several years, Ivy Conrado-Sae-
bens comes into her 4th NFR riding her trusty mount Kn Fabs Gift

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Of  Fame (JLo). JLo is the 2018 & 2019 Reserve Champion AQHA/
WPRA Barrel Racing Horse of  the Year and is a proven winner at the 
NFR already. Saebens & JLo were Reserve NFR Average Champions 
in 2017 winning $154,339 at the NFR; placing in 8 rounds & tying 
for the win of  Round 5. In 2018 the pair won $98,000, placed in 6 
rounds, and won Round 5 again. This year Saebens was very careful 
with the rodeos she took JLo to so JLo is rested and ready and just 
won a barrel race on their way to the NFR! If  you are looking for a 
barrel racing team for you fantasy team, this team is a proven team to 
look at that won’t break the bank! 
	 CP Dark Moon (Paige) & Amberleigh Moore are very familiar 
names with anyone who has watched the NFR over the past 3 
years! This team only goes to enough rodeos to get qualified to 
the NFR and then they go home so that is why they arrive in the 
#12 position. In their first trip to the NFR, Paige & Moore won 
$187,692 and held the NFR earnings record for Barrel Racing until 
Kinsel-Lockwood broke it in 2017. They then won $120k in 2017 
and followed that up with $157,231 of  earnings at the 2018 NFR. 
That means this team has won $464,923 in 3 years at the NFR, 
placed in 20 of  30 total rounds and won 7 rounds (and some tipped 
barrels kept them from winning several more!). This team loves the 
Thomas & Mack, Paige is fresh and ready, and now Moore has 3 
years of  NFR experience; another team that would fit your fantasy 
team on a budget as well! 
	 In #13 headed to Vegas is another first time qualifier, Jennifer 
Sharp. KR Famous Tequilla, a Dash Ta Fame stud she owns will get 
the first call. Unfortunately, Sharp sustained an injury before the 
NFR and is having to do all she can to get herself  to where she can 
run at the NFR; however, anyone that has been around her knows 
she will be ready to win on Thursday night when she runs down the 
alley. She wins at everything from local barrel races to rodeos across 
the country and she knows how to win in a variety of  setups. She 
rode Slick By Design to an AQHA World Championship in 2012 

so she is used to pressure situations and should thrive in the NFR 
environment. 
	 21 years after her first 2 NFR appearances, veteran competitor 
Cheyenne Wimberley qualified to her 3rd NFR with a group of  
talented horses. She has VQ Sucker Punch (Rocco), Kn Fabs Mist 
Of  Fame (Misty), Streakin Images (Lex), & Dash Ta Suz (Smooch) 
all with her and ready to go. All the horses have helped her to an 
amazing year. Above and beyond her WPRA earnings this year she 
won the WCRA Windy City Roundup and $50k on Streakin Images 
in January. A steady summer run and a great fall pushed her into the 
#14 position and secured her NFR berth. She is going to start out 
on Rocco who has made the Final 4 at The American with Brandon 
Cullins and won a Pool Round at Calgary with Kassie Mowry and 
now he has won with Wimberley throughout the year. The horse 
and Wimberley are both versatile winners so they should do well 
in the Thomas & Mack and if  she needs them she has 3 other top 
notch horses to turn to! 
	 $88,936…thats the record amount of  earnings it took to just 
make the 2019 NFR. Lacinda Rose on her cool gelding RR Meradas 
Real Deal earned their way to that 15th spot; placing all year long. 
Watching the results over the last years, we just saw this team show 
up more and more as the years went by. She trained her horse, who 
was a product of  there father-in-laws breeding program; so she is 
very familiar with her horse and that should help her in the tight 
confines of  the Thomas & Mack. This team is just so good & solid; 
they should get checks in the round and be a contender for those 
big average checks at the end of  the 10 rounds. 
	 We hope that everyone enjoys your 10 days of  watching this 
talented group of  ladies at the 2019 NFR!

BRR: Which horses are you taking with to the finals?
Miller: I am taking Rafter W Minnie Reba aka “Sister”, My dad 
Sam Williams owns her. She is an 11 yr old blue roan mare.  She is 
15 hands tall. My back up horse this year is Cinco De Cash (Dash 
For A Clark Bar-Waganet Twist, Oregon Twist) he is owned by 
Colleen Kingsbury.

BRR: What are your horse(s) approximate lifetime earnings?
Miller: Rafter W Minnie Reba — $800,000+/-

BRR: What are some of  your horse(s) fun & unique personality 
characteristics?
Miller: She is a very confident horse which is nice as a rider, she 
doesn’t like to be brushed and she will eat every blade of  grass we 
pass along the way like a little pony. 

BRR: What purchase over the last year of  less than $300 has had the 
greatest impact on your rodeoing?
Miller: At the start of  the year I made a mini resolution to read more 
books this year so I have bought several different books and really 
enjoyed getting back in the habit of  reading (as opposed to reading 
social media) and it has been a lot more positive and enlightening 
for me. 

BRR: What two bits do you have that you can’t live without and why?
Miller: I have the bit I use to run in which is the Sherry Cervi bit and 
I also have a bit that a guy made for me that is a correction bit with 
a small port in it and every horse I ride in it seems to pack it really 
well. 

BRR: What is your favorite fun thing to do when you are on the road 
and get some down time?
Miller: I like to make a little mini side trip while I am on the road 
if  I have the time.

Miller: Sister doesn’t get too much rest time because she gets rather 
large when she is off  and it is hard to get that weight back off  of  
her so I stay on her exercising and I don’t run her a lot before Vegas 

but I do like to get a few runs under our belt before we go. I think 
she and I both do a little better if  we make some runs going into it. 

BRR: What do you do when you are on the road to stay in a positive 
& winning mindset?
Miller: I just try to stay focused on the task at hand.  It is easy to get 
caught up in things that are out of  our control so I try to block that 
extra stuff  out as much as possible.

	 Brooke Wills of  Kamloops, British Columbia, and her tough 
mare Fames To Blame (“Famey”) will go down in history books as 
the first Maple Leaf  Circuit Champions. 
The recently crowned Canadian Champions swept both the year 
end and average titles at the Maple Leaf  Circuit Finals held with the 
Canadian Western Agribition in Regina, Saskatchewan, November 
27-30.
	 “It went really smooth and great,” she said. “They were really 
great to us competitors. The stalls were great and the arena was 
good. It was a really great weekend. My parents were there. They 
helped and watched. It was nice to have them out. It can be really 
cold in Regina, especially at the end of  November and we really 
lucked out this year. It actually wasn’t very cold, so we were really 
lucky.”
	 The top 10 contestants in the Maple Leaf  standings qualified for 
the Circuit Finals. However, only card-carrying WPRA members 
were eligible to earn the right to compete half  a continent away at 
the RAM National Circuit Finals Rodeo, April 2-4, 2020 in Kissim-
mee, Florida.
	 Both Wills and reserve aggregate champion Rylee Trehnholm of  
Chetwynd, British Columbia, meet the requirements to compete in 
Kissimmee.
	 “It’s a huge temperature swing and a long way to go,” said Willis. 
I had already figured I’d be down in Texas going to some rodeos, so 
I’ll be a little bit closer.”
	 Her horse is also southern bred. By Lions Share Of  Fame, 
Famey,8, is out of  SX Frenchmans Peach, by Frenchmans Guy. The 
breeding was a part of  a foal share between Stephanie Wheeler of  
Hattiesburg, Mississippi, and Carisa Shearer of  Wall, South Dakota. 
She was trained and futuritied by Wheeler’s son Brian. 
	 Famey later ended up with Ivy Conrado-Saebens and helped her 
qualify for the 2018 Wrangler National Finals Rodeo. Conrado-
Saebens basically hand-picked Wills to be her owner.
	 “She text me out of  the blue that her uncle, who owned Famey, 
wanted to sell her, and if  I knew of  anyone that would be inter-
ested or if  I would be interested because she thought we’d be a 
perfect fit,” Wills told Barrel Racing Report following her Canadian 
Championship just a month ago. “She knew I would give the mare 
a really good home,” Wills said. “At first, I was like no. I wasn’t even 
looking for a horse, but then I thought this is way too good of  an 
opportunity to pass up. She’s an incredible horse. We just made it 
work. We just had to have her.” 
	 Wills hadn’t made a run on Famey since winning the Canadian 
title in Edmonton at the first of  November. There was little rust to 
chip away. They took second in the first two rounds and won the 
next two, the last round with the fastest time of  the rodeo.
“Those were her first runs back,” she said. “I knew she was prob-
ably going to work really good. She was just nice and smooth. She 
just thrives on those multiple run events. She gets faster and faster. 
Her last run wasn’t as smooth, but she was running so hard.”
Wills picked up $6,805 at the Maple Leaf  Circuit Finals. Unlike 
their American counterparts, the money will count toward the 2020 
Canadian Standings.
	 “It’s nice that it counted for our Canadian standings because it’s 
a nice boost for next year,” she said. “I’ll get to pick and choose my 
rodeos up here a little bit more and free up some weekends to hit 

some more rodeos down there.”
	 As the Canadian Champion, Wills will get into Rodeo Hous-
ton and the Maple Leaf  Circuit Finals got her into Fort Worth. 
She’s also likely to make it into San Antonio. She finished the 2019 
WPRA season ranked 41st in the standings with $32,551. 
	 I haven’t really got a schedule yet because not all the rodeo ap-
provals are up yet,” she said. “I do think I’ll be in Texas for a lot of  
the winter. I’m very excited.”
