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Memorable Weekend for Bassett & Mimis On 
Firewater at Greg Olson Memorial Futurity

	 Classic Equine BRN4D Futurity Champions Jordan Bassett and 
Mimis On Firewater (“Honey”) scored their second straight victory 
in Buckeye, Ariz., with a Greg Olson Memorial Futurity Champion-
ship. 
	 “I feel like it hasn’t really hit me yet,” said Bassett of  Dewey, Ariz. 
“I can’t believe that she won both. That’s just incredible. Buckeye 
has always been so good to me. I love that facility. The BRN4D put 
on two great futurities, and the Buckeye Equestrian Center—I can’t 
say enough good things about them because they’ve sure been good 
to me.”
	 The duo also won the Slot Futurity for the mare’s owners Butch 
and Stephanie Webb of  Isabell, S.D., for total event earnings of  
$31,198. Stephanie Webb said she was both excited and relieved 
with the victory.
	 “We knew the mare had the talent and Jordan has done an excel-
lent job with her,” said Stephanie Webb. “We think we’re just start-
ing to see them blossom. It will be an exciting season to watch both 
of  them grow together.”
	 Having won the prior week’s futurity, Bassett exercised the 5-year-
old mare lightly during the week to keep her fresh. She also changed 
her game plan for exhibitions. 
	 “In exhibitions, I usually cruise her through, so it gives her a little 
breeze and she’ll be freer,” Bassett explained. “I actually didn’t do 
that. I thought we’ve made a lot of  runs and we’re going to make a 
lot of  runs this weekend, so I just walked her thorough the pattern 
and hoped she stayed good.”
	 Their first run, a 17.183 on a WPRA Standard Pattern, was good 
enough for second in the first round. Bassett said the run felt wild 
even though it looked and clocked well.
	 “It didn’t feel as good as it looked,” she said. “When she took 
off, she stepped out and it put us in a not-very-good position. From 
there I was just trying to put her right and get her back to where she 
needed to be, but she recovers so fast and wants to please and do 
so well. Any other horse would take advantage of  that and she was 
trying correct herself  as much as I was trying to correct her. She 
got around the first two good, but slipped a hair on the third, but it 
all worked out.”
	 Bassett said the mare worked stiffer in the first round because 
she didn’t have her in the best position, so she adjusted her warmup 
routine. Since the mare can get a little hot, Bassett usually just 
walked the mare around before her run to keep her quiet, but be-
fore her second run, she asked her for a little more during warmup. 

	 “She rolled back more instead of  staying rounder and keeping 
forward motion,” Bassett explained, recalling their first run. “When 
I warmed up her for the second round, I tried to get her a little 
more round. I loped around a barrel some and made her give and 
stay round.”
	 The result was a “perfect” second run of  17.133, which won 
the round and locked up the $20,000 Slot Futurity Championship, 
which was determined by the fastest of  the two futurity round runs 
of  the eligible horses.
	 “She was spot on,” said Bassett. “I knew I needed to stay two-
handed all the way up in there and she’d stay free for me. That 
might have been the three hardest turns I’ve had to make in my 
life—to get around three more was probably the hardest thing I’ve 
ever had to do.”
	 With $50,201 in career earnings from two events, Honey will get 
a little break before being legged back up for The Patriot in Fort 
Worth, Texas, at the end of  February.
	  Honey’s recent performance is falling right in line with the 
Webb’s plans for their breeding program. The couple stands several

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royally-bred stallions at Vista Equine, which they co-own in Fort 
Collins, Colo. Their battery includes Vanila Viper, a son of  Dash 
Ta Fame out of  the Frenchmans Guy daughter, SX Frenchmans 
Vanila, who is an all-time leading futurity horse and all-time leading 
producer of  barrel horses and Magnum, a son of  Frenchmans Guy 
out of  the Tres Seis mare Tell Em Belle, who won the Badlands 
Circuit Finals and went to the NFR. They also recently purchased a 
young stallion by Dash Ta Fame out of  2016 NFR qualifier Morn-
ing Traffic that will stand to the public in 2018.
	 “We’re always on the search for the next prospect, either mare or 
stallion, but a strong female family is essential to our program,” said 
Webb. “Our breeding program is founded on the strongest mares in 
the industry. The mares are of  the upmost importance.”
	 Honey, a daughter of  Dash Ta Fame out of  NFR qualifier and 
blue-hen producer Fire Water Fanny, by Fire Water Flit, was a per-
fect fit for their program.
	 “The majority of  our mares come from blue-hen mares like 
Fanny,” she added. “(Fanny) was one of  the best barrel mares ever. 
Honey is a pretty mare and correct, but to buy one that will be a 
future broodmare—her pedigree is essential.”
	 Honey was bred by Harry and Vivian Blackwell of  Naylor, Mo., 
and sold as embryo to Schiller Ranch in College Station, Texas. 
Vickie Adams purchased Honey as a 2-year-old. Adams said that 
Latricia Duke had the mare nicely started when she bought her. 
Adams continued to ride the mare, whom she called “an outstand-
ing athlete with a great disposition,” from February until July when 
she sold her to the Webbs as a 3-year-old.
	 The Webbs sent Honey to Ashley Schafer, who had the mare do-
ing extremely well. However, when Schafer got the call to compete 
for Elite Rodeo Athletes (ERA), time commitments came into play, 
and the Webbs made the difficult decision to move the mare.
	 “Butch had met Jordan at the Los Alamitos sale several years 
ago and was impressed with her character and work ethic,” said 
Webb. “Her father was a leading racehorse trainer, and we knew he 
imprinted his keen eye for a horse on her.”
	 The Webbs also knew that Bassett’s style complimented Honey—
something that Bassett has proven two weekends in a row.

	 Wendy Chestnut of  Poultney, Vert., has waited her whole life for 
the right time and right horse to rodeo. Her patience and persis-
tence paid off  huge dividends at the First Frontier Circuit Finals 
Rodeo, held Jan. 12-14 in Harrisburg, Pa., with Sun Frost Merridoc 
(“Lucky”).
	 Chestnut and Lucky won the Circuit Finals Rodeo as well as the 
yearend championship on top of  circuit rookie honors. Lucky was 
also named horse with most heart. 
	 “It was a crazy weekend,” said Chestnut. “It was little overwhelm-
ing at times, but you can’t ask for anything more than what I just 
went through. You can’t win any more than what I just came home 
with. I’ve got a saddle, five buckles, two Montana Silversmiths 
buckle sets and I can’t even tell you how much other stuff. The 
whole back seat of  my truck was full and part of  my living quarters, 
I got so much stuff! PHT, photo frames, saddle racks, halters, breast 
collars—It’s just crazy. Eileen Lang, the First Frontier Circuit Direc-
tor did the most amazing job with awards. The amount of  work she 
put in for the top 12 girls was just unbelievable. 
	 “It’s just crazy. It’s an awesome, overwhelming experience!”
Chestnut grew up riding, but showed English. When she graduated 
high school, she got out of  horses, married and started a family. 
When she could get a horse again, Chestnut took up barrel racing. 
She worked 25 years for F.W. Webb, a wholesale plumbing and heat-
ing company, and raised her family, all the while waiting for her op-
portunity. She had a horse business on the side, where she offered 
boarding and lessons, and even had barrel races at her house. As her 
children got older she had more time to devote to her horses and 

eventually left her job and focus on the horse business full-time. 
	 “I didn’t feel right going out and rodeoing when I had family at 
home, so I waited,” she said. “You have to have your priorities and 
mine was to put my family first. I always wanted to do this. I also 
didn’t want to just go to say I rodeoed. I wanted to make sure I had 
a special horse.”
	 She bought Lucky as a 3-year-old from a local horse trader, who 
had just returned from a horse-buying trip out West. Bred of  Judy 
Gracey of  Nebraska, Lucky, a 7-year-old mare, is by RNJ Heckofa-
frenchman, a son of  leading sire Frenchmans Guy, and out of  RNJ 
Ellen, by Corrad, a son of  Merridoc. 
	 “She’s a cute little mare,” she said. “I thought if  she didn’t work 
out I could get her broke and sell her. When I started working with 
her I knew right away that she was a special horse. She picked up on 
things right away.	
	 “I just started slow. I didn’t really haul her a lot until she was 5. 
This is her first year of  being hauled down the trail hard. I did do 
some rodeos on her the year before, but it was nothing like I did 
this year. She really hauled a lot of  miles this year.
	 “She just loves her job. She’s very honest horse. She’s very consis-
tent. She handles ground, whether its deep or hard, big arenas, little 
arenas.”
	 Lucky filled Chestnut’s permit in Florida over New Year’s Week-
end 2016, and then proceeded to win or place at all but one of  the 
19 pro rodeos they competed at during the season, including the 
circuit’s richest rodeo in Gerry, N.Y. 
	 “I ran the majority of  my rodeos at the Painted Pony Ranch 
in Lake Luzerne, N.Y., which is about an hour and half  from my 
house,” said Chestnut. “I ran there every Saturday night and then 
I hit a couple of  Cowtown rodeos at the end of  the season and 
placed at both of  them. I hit some road shows, but not many.”
	 Lucky shined at the Circuit Finals, winning the first and second 
round and placing fourth in the third in route to the average cham-
pionship and $7,455.
	 “She did really well at the finals,” she said. “We were the first 
ones out in the first go and she handled the ground okay. She got a 
little long because of  the way the ground was, but she won it by al-
most 3/10ths. The second go, we were last ones out because it was 
reverse order and she won it by almost 4/10ths. We had the fastest

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		 Whether or not you are a fan of  golf, you can appreciate the 
feeling a golfer feels when faced with a ten foot a putt for the win 
of  a major championship. Throughout the day, he has played well 
and made several shots that were much more difficult and now 
all he has to do is make this easy putt to clench the victory. As he 
approaches the hole, all of  a sudden he starts to hear voices he 
has not heard all day. First, he hears the voice of  doubt, which 
makes him start to question his method. Next, he hears the voice 
of  fear, which starts asking him questions about what will happen 
if  he chokes. What will everyone think and say? Finally, he hears 
the voice of  criticism telling him all of  the mechanical moves he 
will have to make in order to make the putt. The golfer has been 
focused and played great all day making some difficult shots and 
being emotionally resilient when making a few mistakes. Now the 
championship is on the line and all he has to do is sink an easy 
ten foot putt and he is an emotional mess. He begins questioning 
whether or not he thinks he can win. What happened?
		 In “The Inner Game of  Tennis”, author Timothy Gallwey 
states there is a formula for measuring one’s potential in any 
endeavor; Potential = Performance - Interference. In this case, 
Potential is the possibility of  becoming the best the person is pos-
sible of  becoming, Performance is the action or the process they 
are performing, and Interference is what intercedes or interferes 
with the performance. Mental toughness could be summarized as 
“Interference management”. Some of  the most common types of  
interference are loss of  confidence, anxiety, fear of  losing, worry 
about what others think, choking, and any other number of  things. 
The first step in managing interference and minimizing its impact 
on your performance is embracing and welcoming pressure. 
	 	In order to win or reach the top of  your field, a person will 
have to go through the heat and pressure prior to the trophy 
celebration. For example, there is no way to be the Super Bowl 
champs and hold the Lombardi trophy without going through all of  
the hype, the interviews, the autograph sessions, the criticisms from 
fans and media, the expectations of  friends and family, the minutes 
before the game in the locker room, and the game itself.
	 	Since winning and pressure go hand-in-hand, the first thing 

we need to do is change our attitude from avoiding pressure and 
being uncomfortable, to embracing the feeling. By changing our 
perception that pressure is our ally rather than our enemy, we begin 
to look for and welcome it. Since this is a skill we develop, and 
repetition is the mother of  all skills, we need to look for opportuni-
ties daily to feel some pressure or to be uncomfortable so we can 
practice working through it. The more you are able to do this, the 
more confident you become. Of  all the emotions you want to feel 
on game day, confidence is the most significant when striving to 
reach your potential.
		 This could be as simple as making bets with your friends at 
practice. Make sure, however, that if  you lose the bet, the conse-
quences will be significant enough that you are going to feel some 
pressure not to lose. Another way to practice managing interference 
is by stepping out of  your comfort zone and doing things that are 
uncomfortable in a social setting, like talking with strangers if  you 
are generally reserved, or participating in something unfamiliar 
when you are with other people. This helps strengthen the same 
“emotional muscles” by facing your fear of  being judged by others. 
Also, there is no substitute for actual competition. As often as pos-
sible. you need to compete. Whether you win or temporarily fail, 
you will learn something. At the very least, you will learn that you 
can fail and the world will not end, even though it may feel like it.
		 Remember, there is no way to hold the trophy without feeling 
the heat first. By embracing pressure rather than resisting it, and 
looking for opportunities to get comfortable feeling uncomfortable, 
you are on your way to becoming mentally tough.
